The premise of the course (and the book we will use) 
is that Shakespeare makes modern culture and modern 
culture makes our understanding of Shakespeare.   
We live in a world where Shakespeare’s plays are the 
dramas of our lives and the concepts of love, jealousy, 
leadership, war and peace, men and women, youth and 
age are taken directly or indirectly from his works.   
His characters, such as Romeo, Shylock and Othello 
have become cultural types that are easily recognizable 
and seem to be as real as ourselves.  

Our text will be: Shakespeare and Modern Culture  
by Marjorie Gardner (available on amazon.com.) 
During the semester we will be reading, in addition to 
Garber, “The Merchant of Venice,” “Othello,”  
“Henry V,” “Hamlet,” and “King Lear.”  We will be 
spending three weeks on each play and when possible, 
we will view a modern interpretation of the work being 
studied.  Class discussions based on our reading will be 
open-ended, informative, lively and above all, fun.
